My stay in Italy lasted almost 10 days and it started with participation in International event 
on marine and nautical technologies – NAUTEC 2005 that was held in Palermo (Sicily) on 
the 30th of September. This meeting was co-organized by Italian Network of Innovation Relay 
Centers so the bilateral meetings aimed at international technology transfer were conducted 
as well. It gave me the opportunity to bring to Palermo interesting brochures on Polish ports 
and shipyards and meet several industrial and research partners who I hope will in the future 
look for possible ways of cooperation with actors from our region.
