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While being one of the R&D performers in CRAFT project entitled “Development of a portable rapid 
wash down decontamination system with novel spraying equipment for rescue services in the event of 
chemical and biological terrorist outrages”, we support the Coordinator in searching for partner 
replacement. Our project was successfully evaluated by the panel of independent experts and is 
currently during the negotiation phase with the Commission. Unfortunately, one of our partners 
decided to withdraw from the project because of insufficient amount of employees and equipment they 
could devote to the project.   
Therefore we are looking for

preferable from Italy but not necessarily.   
The project objective is to develop a compact, light, strong and easily assembled decontamination unit 
which is capable of handling contaminated people who may be incapable of walking, or in the worst 
case will be injured and transported with a stretcher. An important consideration in the design of the 
Rapidecon system is to provide the emergency services with a facility that can be easily transported 
and quickly assembled by personnel wearing full protective clothing. 
The proposed Rapidecon system will surpass the state of the art by developing technology of complex 
forming fluid streams with plastic nozzles integrated within a spray gun which in conjunction with a 
measurement and wireless communication unit will enable the optimal use of decontamination fluid. 
These developments will be complemented by advances in the design of the PVC covered polyester 
fabrics impervious to toxic chemicals and design of self-supporting durable composites structures with 
snap-on quick assembly joint connectors. Overall costs will be driven down by developing inexpensive 
technology based on plastic components, and the optimal simplification of the system, designing a low 
cost smart measurement sensor with advanced wireless network Wireless Personal Access Network 
(WPAN) standard capabilities for onsite and remote monitoring. The system will combine the use 
elements of artificial intelligence to continuously monitor fluid expenditure and to advise on optimal 
action to maximise effects of the decontamination process.
